At all open public places in

Minato City including streets, parks,children’s playgrounds, and public

open spaces:

1. Do not drop cigarette butts on the ground.

2. Do not smoke in places other than designated smoking areas.

3. When smoking on private property, be mindful not to subject others to
secondhand smoke in public open spaces.

*Designated smoking areas refer to smoking areas that have been installed or
designated by Minato City.
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Smoking is permitted only in locations with
the “Minato City Smoking Area” mark.
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Minato City provides free public wireless LAN services in various loca-
tions. A single access provides 60 minutes of internet connection, and the

service can be used any number of times a day. The service is available in
Japanese, English, Chinese (traditional/simplified), and Korean.
