■Seismic Upgrade
The Main building renovated in 2007, as well as the 
Garden Tower and Garden Court, are all diagnosed 
by certified experts to have the seismic adequacy to 
withstand earthquakes of upper 6.

■Compost Plant
All raw refuse from our kitchens goes to the compost plant 
within the hotel grounds. It is then dried and fermented to 
produce fertilizer that is used at the hotel’s contracted farms. 
The hotel purchases vegetables to be used in our kitchens 
from these farms, completing the recycle chain and realizing 
eco-friendliness and customer satisfaction at the same time.

■Groundwater Treatment Plant 
Abundant groundwater drawn from within premises 
of the hotel is pur ified to dr inkable qual i ty at an 
advanced water treatment plant installed in 2009. 
The plant has a daily capacity of 350 tons, which 
amounts to three days' worth of drinking water for 
9,700 households, and is commiss ioned by the 
local government to contribute in times of disasters.

■Medical Facilities
The hotel complex houses various clinics, a dentist, 
and a pharmacist that can deal with minor medical 
emergencies. For extreme emergencies, the assis-
tant manager is on a 24-hour shift and will provide 
necessary assistance according to the situation.

■Health and Beauty
A workout room equipped with exercise equipment is open to 
staying guests free of charge. A sports club, spa, aesthetic 
salons, hair and nail salons are also within the building. The 
nearby area that includes the Imperial Palace and State 
Guest House is popular among those who enjoy jogging. 

■Wooden Water Tanks
Water tanks made from 7cm-thick American cypress 
wood planks are installed throughout the Hotel to supply 
water to guest rooms and restaurants. Their natural anti-
bacterial quality produces safe and clear-tasting water. 

■A Wide Array of Facilities
A convenience store, post office, bank ATM, travel agent, 
florist shop, and an extensive assortment of other facilities 
offer an even more comfortable and pleasant stay. 

A multitude of shops, services and facilities enrich the guests' stay.

The outdoor Garden Pool is the largest 
hotel pool in central Tokyo and opens 
during the summer and holidays in early 
May. Private events can be held on 
certain days.

There are six medical/dental clinics 
on-site, as well as two drug stores. 
There is also a post office with an 
ATM that dispenses Japanese yen 
from your overseas bank account. 

Tea ceremony experience is available in 
"Seiseian" located on the 7th floor of 
the GARDEN TOWER. (On certain days 
of the week only. Non-Japanese speak-
ers are welcome.) 

The concierge desk provides support to 
staying guests including tourist informa-
tion, arrangements for tickets and reser-
vations, etc., in various languages.
