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The guardhouse positioned in the most critical 
point to guard the entrance to the Honmaru (the 
main compound) and Ninomaru of the Edo Castle. 
Four teams (Negoro-gumi, Iga-gumi, Koga-gumi and 
Nijugoki-gumi), each consisting of 20 Yoriki and 100 
Doshin stationed the house in shifts day and night.

The castle tower was built by Tokugawa Ieyasu 
in 1606, by Tokugawa Hidetada in 1622 and by 
Tokugawa Iemitsu in 1638. It was a symbol of sho-
gunate power. However, it was destroyed by the 
Great Fire in 1657, and only the base of the main 
tower is left now.

There used to be a garden in Ninomaru designed by Kobori Enshu, a 
master of tea ceremony, architect and garden designer and repaired 
by order of Tokugawa Iemitsu in the Edo period. However, it was de-
stroyed by repeated fi res. The current circuit style garden is the one 
restored based on the garden plan drawn in the time of Tokugawa 
Ieshige. There is an iris garden with the atmosphere of Edo in a part 
of the Garden. The irises will be at their best in late May - June.

The East Gardents of 
the Imperial Palace

The Imperial Palace’s gardens in which Honmaru, Ninomaru 
and Sannomaru have been preserved. This area has Tens-
hu-dai and Yagura, reminders of the Edo period, and it’s the 
most historical area in the Imperial Palace. This urban area 
with rich nature is well-known as a place for strolling and rest-
ing. A Lunchtime Concert at the East Gardens of the Imperial 
Palace will be held 10 times a year, and it’s popular because 
people can enjoy a concert over lunch for free of charge.

The Ote-mon Gate 
was the main gate 
of the Edo Castle.
Daimyos used the 
gate to attend cere-
monies held inside 

the castle. The square-shaped gate was designed 
to slow the intruders’advance after their going 
through the Korai-mon Gate. There was an arsenal 
called Watariyagura-mon Gate on the right.

It’s a three-story forti-
fied tower located at 
the southern tip of the 
former Honmaru. Since 
it looks the same from 
all the directions, it’s 
called a “fortifi ed tower 
with only the front”. 
It is reported the Fujimi 

Yagura was used as a substitute after the castle 
tower was destroyed by the Great Fire in 1657.

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The elegant stone bridge seen 
in front of the Imperial Palace. 
Sometimes the two bridges, the 
“Stone Bridge” in the foreground 
and “Steel Bridge” in the back-
ground are collectively called 
Nijubashi Bridge. To be more specifi c, Nijubashi Bridge 
is the bridge in the background. The bridge is used 
only for a congratulatory visit to the Imperial Palace in 
the new year and offi  cial events of the Imperial Court 
such as foreign guests’ visit to the Imperial Palace.

Kokyogaien National Gardens are national gar-
dens, developed centering on the Square in front 
of the Imperial Palace where black pines are plant-
ed. The Gardens are the special historical site and 
one of the reservoirs of many historical remains.

Highlights

Art pieces such as paintings, calligraphies and craft works owned by the Imperial family are displayed in this 
museum. Currently, about 9,800 art pieces like famous Chinese paintings as well as paintings by Jakuchū Itō 
and Hokusai Katsushika, lacquer crafts after the Muromachi period, sculptures by Koun Takamura and Choun 
Yamazaki in the Meiji period, modern paintings and modern Japanese paintings are stored here. There is no 
permanent exhibition. The content of exhibitions will change by period.

This is the equestrian statue 
of Kusunoki Masashige. This 
statue represents Kusunoki 
awaiting the return of the 
Emperor, Go-Daigo in Hy-
ogo from exile in the Oki 
islands in 1333. The Nanko 
Rest House near the Statue 
is a restaurant and an infor-
mation office.

The restaurant directly op-
erated by Palace Hotel. The 
building looks like the Opera 
House facing the fountain. It’s 
an open space with a 8-me-
ter high ceiling. Buffet-style 
lunch and afternoon tea are 
available at the restaurant.

A fountain park near Wadak-
ura-bori Moat. It was built in 
1961. There are waterfalls and 
streams that provide a variety of 
views. The fountain lit up at night 
creates a fantastic atmosphere. 
There is also a rest house with 
tables on the terrace in the park.

There used to be Kitanomaru of the former Edo Castle here, and currently it’s a forest gar-
den. There are well-kept lawns and a large pond, which are surrounded by many deciduous 
trees such as Japanese Maple, Zelkova serrata, Quercus serrata, and Sawtooth oak. There is 
also a “Green Adventure Course” in which people can enjoy names of various trees through 
quizzes in the garden. Also, there are many cultural and art facilities such as Science Muse-
um, The National Museum of Modern Art, Tokyo, and Nippon Budokan around the garden. 
The garden is one of Chiyoda City’s most famous spots for cherry blossom viewing.

Chidori-ga-fuchi is 
nationally famous for 
its beautiful cherry 
blossoms. About 260 
cherry trees such as 
Someiyoshino and 
Oshima will bloom 
along the 700-meter long Chidori-ga-fuchi Green Way 
in spring. They look like a tunnel of cherry blossoms.

It was constructed as the venue for martial 
arts of the Tokyo Olympics held in 1964. It's 
also known as a venue for various types of 
events and concerts. The building was de-
signed based on Yumedono, Horyuji Temple, 
and it features the elegant octagonal shape 
and copperplate-thatched roof. The curves 
of the roof represent the ridges of Mt. Fuji.

The Crafts Gallery specializes in modern crafts and design after the Meiji period, housing 
a variety of collections of chinaware, glass, lacquer works, woodworks, bamboo works, 
dyeing and weaving, dolls, metal works, industrial designs, graphic designs including 
works by Living National Treasures. The Museum’s red-brick building is the former Impe-
rial Guards Headquarters and a National Important Cultural Property. The Crafts Gallery 
will be closed in March 2020 due to the relocation to Ishikawa Prefecture.

Japan’s fi rst national art museum. The collection of more than 
13,000 works includes many National Important Cultural Prop-
erties such as Taikan Yokoyama’s and Shunso Hishida’s, and 
it’s one of the largest in Japan. By seeing MOMAT’s collection 
that displays about selected 200 works from the collection, you 
can trace the history of Japanese arts over 100 years from the 
beginning of the 20th Century. The viewing program in which 
the museum guides and visitors talk about some works and the 
view from “A Room With a View” are popular.

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The Grand Fountain is a symbol of Hibiya Park. It con-
sists of three layers of spout rings. The bottom spout 
ring is 30 meters in diameter, and throws water up 
to a height of about 12 meters. Visitors can enjoy 
various shapes of water that change in 28-min cycle 
from 8:00 to 21:00. The fountain is lit up at night.

There are the First Flower Garden with geometri-
cal patterns and the Second Flower Garden near 
spacious lawns. Especially, the First Flower Garden 
was very popular for foreign fl owers such as tulips, 
pansies, and roses which were rare at the time of 
the opening in the Meiji period.

The fi rst modern Western-style park in Japan built in 1903. 
This park is a green oasis in a business district. The Grand 
Fountain and Flower Gardens as well as the Pond in the 
Japanese Garden have been maintained here. Fresh green 
leaves, flowers and trees such as maple trees can give 
pleasure to those who visit the park from season to season.
There are the Public Hall, Concert Halls, Library in the park 
and various events will be held throughout a year.

A large complex facility with about 60 stores including TOHO 
CINEMAS Hibiya, one of the largest cinema complexes in the 
center of Tokyo.

This underground shopping arcade was built 
based on the Sanshin Building Arcade that was 
located here.

This Market is designed to look like a miniature 
town, with separate retail stores ranging from 
a clothes shop, bookstore, Izakaya, barber to a 
coff ee shop. You will be excited, feeling like ex-
ploring a market in a strange land as you walk 
through this trendy space.

The main street of Marunou-
chi is l ined with famous 
brands’ stores and commer-
cial facilities. In winter, the 
street trees will be lit up.(Early 
November - Mid-February)

Tokyo Station opened in 1914 is the entrance of Japan. The 
red-brick building with history and dignity has been loved 
by many people as the face of Tokyo. The Marunouchi Sta-
tion Building was restored to its original design through the 
restoration works. Not only the external appearance such 
as the brick walls and slate roof, but also the north and 
south domes have been restored to the original design with 
the relief sculptures of eagles and zodiac signs.

A large commercial complex in 
front of Tokyo Sta. It has about 150 
stores of unique shops and restau-
rants, including a terrace with a 
great view and restaurants open 
until midnight at the Marunouchi 
House on the 7th fl oor.

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The museum founded by Sazo 
Idemitsu. Collections centering 
on East Asian antiques are intro-
duced through planned exhibi-
tions. Georges Rouault’s works 
are also introduced in the annex.

The museum in Tokyo Sta-
tion. Planned exhibitions 
will be occasionally held. 
The exhibition rooms are 
in the octagonal space 
with red-brick walls.

The Mitsubishi Ichigokan, the fi rst offi  ce building in Marunouchi complet-
ed in 1894 was restored and opened as a museum. Planned exhibitions 
with the theme of modern art from the second half of the 19th century 
to the fi rst half of the 20th century will be held three times a year. The 
Museum has “Café 1894”, a classical café bar, made restoring a banking 
hall and “Store 1894”, a museum gift shop with fancy goods collected 
from all over the world, which can be visited for free of charge.It also 
has the Archive Room which shows the history of Marunouchi.

A Commercial facility operated by Japan Post Co., Ltd. Each floor has its own 
theme such as “Warm hometown fl oor”, “Floor with Japanese aesthetics”, and “Floor 
integrating new and old sensitivities”. Unique shops and restaurants are included in 
KITTE. Limited original goods are sold in Tokyo Central Post Offi  ce on the fi rst fl oor.

This building completed in 1934 has a classical design. It features the external appearance with 
lined Corinthian columns and a large hall inside the building. Among the buildings of the same 
age, this building is outstandingly high quality, and it was designated as a National Important 
Cultural Property for the fi rst time as a building in the Showa period. The business room on the 
fi rst fl oor, the meeting room, reception room and cafeteria on the second fl oor are open to the 
public, so you can see major rooms that have high cultural values. There is also an archive room.

This hotel was opened as Japan’s guesthouse in 1890. 
It’s famous because it has welcomed numerous Japanese 
and international famous people since then. The hotel has 
a variety of restaurants and bars, including French cuisine, 
Japanese cuisine and buff et-style restaurants and Old Im-
perial Bar which preserves the traces of the Hotel’s former 
Main Building designed by master architect Frank Lloyd 
Wright. Selected brand shops are lined up at the arcade 
on the fi rst basement fl oor of the Main Building.

The theatre standing facing the moat of the Imperial 
Palace and Hibiya-dori Ave. was opened as Japan’s 
fi rst Western-style theatre. It has always led Japan’s 
theatrical world by hosting opera, ballet and Shake-
speare drama performances. Currently, it’s called a 
sacred ground for Japanese musical. There are some 
historical art objects in the lobby. The 7-color stained 
glass that dynamically represents Japanese festivals 
and stages is magnifi cent.

Yuraku Concourse, a bar district under the elevated track of JR Line around Yura-
kucho Sta. Nostalgic signs and posters of the Showa period remain here. Not only 
bars with a red lantern but also stylish bars are used by many people for girls-only 
gatherings and dating. There are table seats in front of the bars, and people enjoy 
talking over a drink. This district is popular among foreign tourists these days.

You will be guided by a 
Diet guard in the tour, so you will never get lost in 
the large National Diet Building.

The Diet shall be the highest organ of na-
tional power and the sole law-making organ 
of the nation. The current building was com-
pleted in 1936.

A Western-style garden where many trees such as about 
100 dogwoods donated by the US government in return 
for the cherry trees donated to Washington D. C. by Ozaki 
Yukio have grown. There are the Clock Tower, Sakura Well 
that was in front of Ii family’s residence, and the Instrument 
Shelter for Origin of the Japanese Vertical Control Network 
which stores Japan vertical data that determine the heights 
above the sea level throughout Japan. Also, you can enjoy 
the views of the Imperial Palace and Marunouchi here.

Clock Tower
There are the clocks that represent the separation of the 
three powers, legislature, executive, and judiciary on the three 
sides of the tower. The chimes can be heard three times 
a day. Out of the chimes, 10:00 is the start time for the regu-
lar session of the House of Councillors, and 13:00 is the start 
time for the regular session of the House of Representatives.

An exhibition facility standing on the site of residences where 
Kato Kiyomasa and Ii Naosuke, Tairo lived before. It was opened 
in 1972. The organization and management of the Diet are ex-
plained through materials and video here. There is a statue of 
Ozaki Yukio, the “father of parliamentary politics” at the entrance.

It isn’t well known that there is a park with 
rich greenery in front of the National Diet 
Building. There are North Garden and South 
Garden, and the total area is about 50,000 m². 
Grass and trees that bloom from season to 
season are planted, and you would be so 
surprised with the rich nature that you can’t 
believe that you are in the center of Tokyo.

It was established on the hill where daimyos’ 
residences were located in the Edo period. 
There are beautiful trees such as about 120  
cherry trees that delight the eye. 
There are South Garden and North Garden, 
and Parliamentary Museum that explains the 
system of the Diet and politics, and the history.

South Garden / Japanese Garden
There is a waterscape such as a stream and 
waterfall, and a gazebo near a pond in the 
garden. You can calmly stroll around the 
garden in a quiet atmosphere, hearing birds 
singing.

It is said the shrine started when Ota Dokan re-
quested the deities be transferred to Bairinzaka in 
the Edo Castle, then it was relocated to the current 
place in 1607. It was the shrine for Tokugawa and Ii 
families.

This shrine was founded in the early Kamaku-
ra period. It’s famous for Sanno Festival, one 
of Three Major Festivals in Edo. In the Shinko 
Festival that is to be held every other year, the 
300-meter parade walking through streets is 
stunning.

expelling evil spirits, 
Shichi-go-san and safe 
childbirth.

The Supreme Court is the 
highest court in Japan.

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Many writers and artists lived in the area around Bancho in the 
Meiji, Taisho, and Showa periods. The avenue that connects Kojima-
chi-Odori St. and Otsuma-dori Ave. is so called Bancho Bunjin-dori 
Ave., where Toson Shimazaki, Kyoka Izumi, Takeo Arishima, Tekkan Yo-
sano, Tsuguharu Fujita, etc. lived. This place was a source for culture. 
Currently, sign plates are installed in the sites of the former residences.

The Japanese garden at Hotel New Otani Tokyo opened in 
1964 has the grounds of about 40,000㎡  . With a history of 
more than 400 years, the garden had been the property of 
famous samurai lords such as Kato Kiyomasa and Ii family. It’s 
one of the greatest gardens in Tokyo. Circulating pathways are 
provided around the large waterfalls, small waterfall and ponds 
in the garden with rich greenery. The garden shows seasonal 
views such as cherry blossoms in spring. 
Visitors as well as the guests at the hotel 
can take a stroll through the garden.

Tokyo Garden Terrace Kioicho is a large commercial 
complex built in the site of Grand Prince Hotel Akasa-
ka. It’s a new landmark with Kioi Tower which houses 
the hotel, offi  ces and conference rooms, and Kioi Ter-
race which houses restaurants and shops. Also, Aka-
saka Prince Classic House is the former royal house. 
You can see gorgeous decorations both outside and 

inside the building.

The park stretches from JR Iidabashi 
Sta. to Yotsuya Sta. The promenade is 
well-managed.

Sta. via Ichigaya Sta. along the Sotobori 
(Outer) Moat of the Edo Castle, this park 
has a length of 2km. It has a promenade 
that is higher than the roadway. You can 
stroll around the park, enjoying the scenery 
that changes from season to season.

About 240 cherry trees such as 
Someiyoshino and Yamazakura 
are planted here. You can enjoy 
viewing cherry blossoms, taking 
a walk here.
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The concept of this 
museum is “to be 
moved by the space”. 
In this museum, you 
can see, touch and 
imagine the space. 

Also, you can experience state-of-the-art sci-
ence and culture inspired by the space here.

An amusement park 
where you can enjoy with 
free admission. There are 
various attractions a wide

A holy ground for 
Japanese martial arts 
on the 5th floor of 
Korakuen Hall Build-
ing.

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Omura Masujiro is a strat-
egist in the late Edo and 
Meiji periods. The statue 
is the oldest Western style 
one built in Japan in 1893. 
It’s one of the greatest 
statues in Tokyo as well 
as Saigo Takamori’s and 
Kusunoki Masashige’s.

In 1877, Nishogakusha, 
Chinese Classics Studies 
Academy was established 
by Chushu Mishima. The 
alumni include Chomin 
Nakae, Soseki Natsume, 
Tsuyoshi Inukai, Raicho 
Hiratsuka, etc.

The National institutions was opened in 1999. The historical materi-
als and information on the people’s life during and after the World 
War II have been collected, preserved, and displayed in the Muse-
um.

Kanda Jimbocho has the largest antiquarian 
book district in Japan or the world. The number 
of bookstores is about 180. It’s a large book 
district with many large and small bookstores 
which sell new books as well as the ones which 
sell old books. There are many coffee shops 
where you can read books and famous unique 
curry shops in the district.

When you walk to the west from the intersection of 
Surugadai-shita on Yasukuni-dori Ave. you will find an-
tiquarian and new-book bookstores standing side by 
side. The bookstores stand facing the north to prevent 
books from yellowing on the left side of the street. There 
are large general bookstores and small bookstores 
that sell specialized books. Especially, most antiquarian 
bookstores tend to sell specialized books. There are 
bookstores specializing in old maps in the Edo period, 
woodblock prints such as Ukiyo-e, precious books in 
the Meiji, Taisho and Showa periods, or comic books. 
This town is filled with the history of Japanese books.

This Information Center is lo-
cated at Shogakukan Gallery 
BH, Jimbocho. The staff  of the 
Center will tell you the book-
store you are looking for and 
recommended restaurants.

Speaking of a China town, many people think of Yokohama and Kobe. 
Though this isn’t well known today, there was a China town in Jimbocho 
from the end of the Meiji period to the Showa period. As the number of 
foreign students from Asian countries increased, educational institutions, 
boarding-house and restaurant districts were built. Those restaurants 
such as “Yosukosaikan” founded in the Meiji period, “Kanyoro” Shu 
Onrai used to visit when he studied in Japan, and “Shinsekai-saikan” 
founded in 1946 still remain. You can enjoy the taste of long-established 
Chinese restaurants. That’s one of the attractions of Jimbocho.

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When you stroll around a back alley of Jim-
bocho, a book town, you will fi nd nostalgic 
Showa retro shops such as long-established 
coffee shops, authentic coffee shops, and 
jazz cafes. The number of coffee shops in-
creased because the spaces to read books 
were needed.

“Ladrio” that is said to be the oldest in this 
area was opened in 1949. Milonga Nueva 
was opened as a tango coff ee shop.“Sab-
ouru” which has a unique atmosphere is 
still a popular coffee shop. The inside of 
“Koseto Coff ee Shop” is an art space. PIA-
NO FORTE is a classical music cafe. How 
about fi nding your favorite coff ee shop and 
enjoying reading there?

The eye-catching thing next to coff ee shops in Jimbo-
cho is curry shops. The number of curry shops is said 
to be more than 50, and there are Eupopean, Indian 
and Western style curry fl avors. So you can enjoy var-
ious types of curry in Jimbocho. If you fi nd your favor-
ite book, you can eat curry, reading the book, or you 
can eat curry before fi nding a book. In recent years, 
there have been some annual events such as “Kanda 
Curry Grand Prix” that is selected by fan voting, and 
“Kanda Curry Town Eating Tour Stamp Rally”.

It was de-
signed by Josiah Conder based on the basic design by Michael Schuru-
pov and completed in 1891. 
The Byzantine style building with the height of 35 meters is one of 
Ochanomizu's features. The bell-tower and dome were destroyed by 
the Great Kanto Earthquake. However, the cathedral was restored to 
its original design in 1929. It's open to the public. A National Important 
Cultural Property.

Gakushikai was founded for the reunion of graduates of na-
tional universities. The current building was reconstructed 
after the Great Kanto Earthquake in 1928. Its features are 
the large semi-circular arch at the entrance, the diff erences 
in the window designs by floor, etc. It's designated as a 
National Registered Tangible Cultural Property, and used as 
a hotel and restaurant. Also, there are stone monuments of 
the birthplace of the University of Tokyo, Japanese base-
ball and Jo Niijima, the founder of Doshisha University.

A general publishing company founded in 1922. A 
wide range of publications, especially many comic 
works have been released. You can have your com-
memorative photos taken with the life-sized Dorae-
mon standing at the entrance. 
A big G pen with autographs for the 50th anniver-
sary of Weekly Shonen Sunday is on display at the 
subway passageway.

Long-established Stores

Among restaurants in Kanda 
Awajicho and Sudacho, there are 
many long-established restaurants 
intellectuals visited frequently.
It is said Soseki Natsume liked 
Western-style mixed vegetables 
and seafood tempura of Shoeitei. 
The omelet-shaped fried dish with 
a lot of meat and onions is said 
to have been developed at the 
request of Soseki. It has been the 
specialty of this restaurant.

Shotaro Ikenami, a historical 
novel writer is also known as 
a gourmet. He visited this area 
frequently. It is said he liked the 
omelet-shaped fried dish and 
potato salad as well as Ank-
ou-nabe from Isegen, Chicken 
sukiyaki from Botan, handmade 
soba from Kanda Matsuya. 
Also, he liked fried Manju and 
Awa Zenzai from Takemura.

Soseki Natsume Shotaro Ikenami

Restaurants loved by intellectuals
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A long-established shop that has 
continued to make simple West-
ern confectionaries since 1884. 
The shop strictly select fruits in 
season, so the shop owner buys 
them at a market every day. The 
coff ee shop is open until 17:00. 

Japanese-style Western 
food restaurant established 
in 1907. Its specialty is 
Western-style mixed veg-
etables and seafood tem-
pura loved by Soseki Nat-
sume. Hamburg steaks and 
omlet rice are also popular.

The only goosefi sh dish restaurant in Tokyo established in 
1830. They have used a traditional cooking method since 
the Edo period. Goosefish tastes bland, but it has rich 
fl avor, high protein and low fat. Goosefi sh liver is a dainty 
called “the foie gras of the sea”. The 
tasteful building is also attractive.

A soba restaurant established in 1880. It’s the 
main store of Yabusoba that has kept the tradition 
of Edomae soba, and one of three branch Yabu fam-
ilies. “Sotoichi Soba” with 90.9% buckwheat flour 
and 9.1% binding agent is thin and shiny. If you dip 
the soba into thick soup and suck in noodles, you 
will feel the soba going down your throat smoothly.

This café featuring Japanese-style sweets was 
established in 1930. The wooden three-story 
building with a half-hipped roof is selected as a 
historical building by Tokyo. Its specialty, “fried 
Manju” has a crispy crust, which goes well with 
bean jam of the inside. They use homemade 
bean jam made from beans from Hokkaido.

Inarizushi, 
flavored boiled rice wrapped 
in a fried bean curd and Nori-
maki, vinegared rice rolled in 
seaweed with dried gourd are 
fl agship products.It has a shop 
on the first floor and eat-in 
space in the basement.

Established in 1884. This restaurant uses buckwheat fl our 
milled with a stone mill, and provides handmade soba 
made by skilled craftsmen with traditional techniques. 
The soba has rich strong fl avor and goes well with a little 
thick soup, which is downtown taste. More than 1000 
meals of Mori-soba, chilled soba served on a dish with 
dipping soup can be sold in a day.

This office building was designed by Yamashita 
Toshiro Architecture Office and completed in 
1931. Mr. Toshiro Yamashita designed Kasumigas-
eki Building. For exterior Walls, stone materials 
are used on the first floor, and scratch tiles are 
used on the second and higher fl oors. The arched 
exterior decorations on the fi rst fl oor are graceful, 
and relief sculptures of animals and plants can 
be found everywhere. Only authorized personnel 
can enter, so just enjoy seeing from the street.

A long-established restaurant which serves only chick-
en sukiyaki since the establishment in 1897. They still 
provide the original taste, using Binchotan charcoal 
and iron pots without using gas stoves. The building 
built in the early Showa period has kept, and it is se-
lected as a historical building by Tokyo. You can enjoy 
chicken sukiyaki, relaxing in a tasteful building.

Became a holy place for pop culture

Akihabara has developed as time goes by̶from 
the home appliance sales boom in the high eco-
nomic growth period to the PC/multi-media peri-
od and prosperous period for the contents indus-
try. The most advanced products and technology 
information have gathered here, so Akihabara has 
been garnering attention around the world.

Akihabara in 1968

Japanese home appliance sales boom started with the Three Sacred Treasures of 
black-and-white TVs, washing machines, and refrigerators in 1950s or 1960s. Various 
kinds of home appliances, audios and games appeared one after another, and Aki-
habara Electric Town had its best days. Japanese home appliances came to have a 
world-class quality and became popular among foreigners. In the second half of 1970s, 
microcomputer shops appeared, and junk shops that sell used parts also appeared.

In 1990s, Akihabara changed into a computer town and became the town that has 
the most advanced multi-media. As the computer lovers called geeks who had visited 
Akihabara seeking for computer parts expanded their interests into games, anime and 
model figures, Akihabara developed into the town of contents industry. The geek cul-
ture got popularized, and Akihabara came to be known as a source of pop culture.

The center is sending the in-
formation on Akihabara and 
Tokyo maps and events in the 
area. It can provide the latest 
information on Akihabara and 
distribute local free paper, fl yers 
and brochures on Akihabara. 
It’s available in English.

A tour guide company in Akihabara. ex-
perienced guides who know sightseeing 
spots ranging from ordinary ones to deep 
ones will guide you. First Akiba Experi-
ence Tour is available at 6,000 yen or 
more per person (available for 2 or more 
persons). “Deepon”, a smartphone ticket 
with which you can experience Akihabara 
at a reasonable price is on sale here.

A Tourist Information Center cer-
tified by Japan National Tourism 
Organization. You can get maps of 
Akihabara and flyers of shops, 
apply for the guided tours in Aki-
habara, and purchase various kinds 
of tickets through the Tickets Today 
terminal here. Free Wi-fi  is available.

The origin of the name, Akihabara dates back to the Meiji 
period. The area around Akihabara has been the key point 
for transportation since the Edo period. There were many 
fires at that time. When there was a big fire and Akihabara 
was burnt down by the fire in 1869, the burnt-out field was 
left as a firebreak and Akiba Shrine (currently located in 
Taito City) was founded there. Since then, it has been called 
“Akibanohara” or “Akibappara” which means Akiba’s field.

In 1890, Akihabara Station, a freight station was established 
in the field. Since Akihabara has railways and arterial roads, it 
became a logistics base, and assembly and sales of telecommu-
nication equipment and radio parts became prosperous. It was 
burnt down because of the World War II, but electric business-
men gathered here shortly after the war, and an electric town of 
street stalls was established. This town became a radio depart-
ment and was developed into the Akihabara Electric Town.

There are various kinds of 
concept cafes other than 
maid cafes in Akihabara. You 
can enjoy the extraordinary 
with entertainment properties 
at a railway cafe, Gundam 
cafe, and Ninja cafe. There are 
precious railway goods and 
models that entertain anyone 
from adults to children at Little 
TGV, a railway bar.

Maid cafes are popular 
sightseeing spots in Aki-
habara. @home cafe is rec-
ommended for beginners. 
The cafe has omelet rice 
on which maids draw a pic-
ture with ketchup and pink 
curry for which maids cast 
a spell. Taking a picture and 
playing games with maids 
are also popular.

Since the establ ish -
ment of this theater, 
the culture of young 
stars has fl ourished in 
Akihabara. There are 
many theate rs  and 
live music clubs where 
young stars perform. 
Cafes to foster young 
stars are also popular.

Since a plastic model / 
model figure shop was 
opened in Akihabara 
Radio Kaikan, there have 
been a variety of shops 
ranging from a large 
model fi gure shop build-
ing to shops which sell 
rare items, and work-
shops to make model 
fi gures.

Various kinds of hobby items such as plas-
tic models and model figures of anime and 
games, railway and computer parts gather 
in Akihabara. It’s the center of Japanese cul-
ture of young stars, and a highly competitive 
marketplace for maid cafes. Unique experi-
ence-type concept cafes are also popular.

A rental showcase is a 
small showcase system 
which anyone can rent to 
display and sell their items. 
There are many showcase 
shops in Akihabara, and 
items such as anime, game 
plastic models, model 
figures, stuffed animals, 
miniature cars, young star 
goods are on display. It’s a 
treasury of Akiba culture.

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This house with a store was built by Endo family 
who was running lumber business since the Edo 
period in 1927. Many precious woods and various 
techniques of craftsmen are used in this building. 
It is designated as Chiyoda City’s Tangible Cultural 
Property. Seasonal events such as displaying Endo 
family’s furniture which shows the lifestyle of the 
Edo period will be held. It can be used as a cafe. 

This Japanese food culture facility is located under the 
elevated tracks between Akihabara and Okachimachi 
Stations, where Kanda Vegetable and Fruit Market was 
located before. This facility incorporates “Nippon De-
partment Stores Shokuhinkan” that sells selected spe-
cialty foods around Japan, “Yanaka Coff ee Shop” that 
roasts coff ee beans after receiving orders, and Komaki 
Shokudo, Kamakura Fushikian, a vegetarian restaurant.

Located in front of the Electric Town Exit of JR 
Akihabara Sta., this hall is a holy ground for audio 
devices, computers, and model fi gures. It houses 
typical Akiba culture stores which sell electronic 
equipment such as electronic parts, audio 
devices and security goods, cards, model fi gures, 

dolls, and plastic 
models. 

A specialty store which has about 500 gachapons 
(capsule toy vending machines). As it assorts 
goods from rare ones to the latest ones, collec-
tors should not miss it. About 50 new items will 
arrive every month, so you will find new items 
every time you visit the store.

This shrine has been called “Kanda Myojin” since 
the Edo period and loved by the shogunate and 
ordinary people as the Edo Sochinju. It was built 
near the current Masakado Zuka in Otemachi, 
and it was relocated to the current place which 
was the guardian place of the northeastern direc-

tion of the Edo Castle in 1616. Kanda Festival is 
one of the three largest festivals of Edo. EDOCCO, 
Edo Culture Complex has souvenir shops, restau-
rants, and events in which you can experience 
traditional culture.

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This ar t  center was 
founded using the for-
mer Rensei Junior High 
School. It houses galler-
ies, offi  ces, and cafes. It’s 
the base of cultural activ-
ities such as exhibitions 
and workshops. It has 
some space that anyone 
can use for free of charge.

A “Town of Manufacturing” 
under the elevated tracks be-
tween Akihabara and Okachi-
machi Stations. Various kinds 
of ateliers and shops of canvas, 
furniture, wooden or leather 
products, metal-carving, pottery, 
plant dyeing, etc. are lined up.

This is a source of Akiba 
culture. The facility houses 
shops of anime character 
model figures, society 
magazines, railway mod-
els, etc., a voice actor 
theater and idol cafes.

A commercial facility that was built using the former 
Manseibashi Station’s viaduct that has beautiful red-brick 
arches. There is no partition between the shops inside the 
facility. When you come out of an arched tunnel, you will 
fi nd another shop in the next arch. Many stylish shops and 
cafes are lined up here. There are some remains of steps, 
wall surfaces, platforms, etc. One of its highlights is the di-
orama that reproduced the former Manseibashi Sta. in the 
Taisho period and its surroundings. Some railway tracks 
are running on the both sides of the outdoor observation 
deck, so you can see JR Chuo Line at close range.

The area around Chuo-dori Ave. which is the 
main street of Akihabara is one of the largest 
electric towns in the world, and a source of 
pop culture that attracts the world’s attention. 
AKB48 Theater, anime, games and young star 
related shops, concept cafes developed from 
maid cafes gather in this area.

Confucius’s Mausoleum 
was relocated to Yushi-
ma for the promotion of 
Confucianism by Tokuga-
wa Tsunayoshi, the 5th 
shogunate in 1690. After 
that, Shoheizaka Gaku-
monjo was established 
right next to that.

This Church built in 1874 is 
one of the oldest Catholic 
churches in Tokyo.

The concrete-made church 
with 3 naves is designated 
as a National Tangible Cul-
tural Property.

This house with a store was built 
by Endo family who had been run-
ning lumber business since the Edo 
period, after the Great Kanto Earth-
quake in 1927.  Many precious 
woods and various techniques of 
craftsmen are used in this building.

There are historical shrines that thrived under the patron-
age of the Tokugawa Shogunate around the Edo Castle. 
Traditional festivals are also popular.

It’s called “O-Ise-sama in Tokyo”. In 1880, this 
shrine was built to enable people in Tokyo to 
worship the deities enshrined in the Grand 
Shrine of Ise from afar. It’s known for being the 
fi rst one to have established the Shinto wedding 
ceremony in Japan. Three shrines of creation 
and growth are enshrined here, and the shrine 
is said to have deities for matchmaking.

This shrine’s origins lie in a shrine 
called Shokonsha established by the 
will of the Emperor Meiji in 1869. 
In 1879, it was renamed Yasukuni 
Shrine. The spirits of those who sac-
rifi ced themselves in the wars up to 
the World War II are enshrined here.

The shrine was established to worship 
Sugawara Michizane as the main deity 
and Hachimangu and Toshogu. It is said 
the shrine started when Ota Dokan 
requested the deity be transferred to Bair-
inzaka in the Edo Castle, then it was relo-
cated to the current place in 1607. It was

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General Izakayas have various types of alcoholic 
drinks and a variety of side dishes. Sometimes 
Izakaya featuring Yakitori (grilled chicken) is called 
Yakitoriya and Izakaya featuring Oden is called 
Odenya. There are various types of Izakayas rang-
ing from common-type stores to high-class stores. 
First, you need to decide what you want to eat, 
then select a store that suits your budget.

Some stores serve a small compulsory appetizer 
you don’t order. The appetizer is just like a greet-
ing by the store or a small dish to satisfy custom-
ers until the ordered dishes are served. However, 
it’s not a free service and you will be charged 
when you pay the check. This is unique to Japan. 
Please take this as a venue cost or table charge.

Izakaya means the Japanese-style bar the general public in Japan visit for drink-
ing. Offi  cer workers often visit Izakayas at the end of a day to heal fatigue of the 
day and deepen communication with their colleagues. Japanese people don’t 
eat expensive Japanese cuisine or Kaiseki every day. How about enjoying Iza-
kaya where you can drink sake and eat Japanese dishes at a reasonable price? 
You can learn about Japanese drinking culture there. 

When you enter a store and have a seat, you will 
be asked what you want to drink. Most Japanese 
people answer, “Beer as a starter!” It sounds like 
a magic password. However, general Izakayas 

have a wide variety of alcoholic drinks 
like distilled spirit, sake, whiskey, wine, 
etc. as well as beer. They also have 
non-alcoholic drinks and soft drinks.

It’s boring to have only alcoholic drinks while you 
are waiting for side dishes to come. So you should 
order side dishes that will be served quickly such 
as green soybeans, cold Tofu, pickles and pre-
pared cooked dishes. It would be good to ask 
store staff about side dishes that will be served 
quickly.

Next, order various types of side dishes. You 
should ask store staff about signature dishes or 
recommended dishes. It would be also good to 
ask about seasonal food. Various types of dishes 
such as broiled fi sh, cooked food, fried food, food 
cooked in a pot and Sashimi (sliced raw fi sh) are 
lined up in the menu. Japanese people like fried 
chicken, fried potatoes, seasonal fish Sashimi, 
broiled arabesque greenling, etc. In winter sea-
son, food cooked in a pot is popular.

Ordering a finishing dish such as a rice dish at 
the end even if you are full is a Japanese-style. 
Some Izakayas have Ramen and Udon noodles 
as well as boiled rice with tea and rice 
balls. Since each dish has a small 
portion, people can have 
a rice dish after having 
a few dishes. That in-
dicates Japanese 
people like 
rice.

Now you understand part of Japanese food 
culture, don’t you? Try various types of Izakayas 
and learn about Japanese taste. You might meet 
new people with whom you can hit it off  through 
drinking.

Chiyoda City situated in the 
center of Tokyo is one of the 
largest office towns in Japan. 
When the night falls, officer 
workers finish their work and 
go drinking. So there are bar 
districts where many Izakayas 
gather here and there. Some 
famous bar districts will be in-
troduced below. You might fi nd 
a deep side of Tokyo in the bar 
districts.

Kanda is called a “town for salaried 
workers” because there are many com-
pany offices in Kanda. Many Izakayas 
gather around the north and west exits 
of JR Kanda Sta. There are a wide variety 
of Izakayas ranging from cheap stores 
to high-quality stores suitable for entertaining clients in multi-tenant 
buildings or under the tracks of the Sta. Some stores carefully select 
ingredients and others serve Japanese local cuisines, which are nostal-
gic to those who came to Tokyo for work and popular among them.

There are many Izakayas under the 
track between Yurakucho Sta. and 
Shimbashi Sta. on JR Yamanote Line. 
Many people visit the bars on Friday 
night, so every store is full. Those bars 
tend to serve side dishes at a reason-
able price.
