. First gently toss a coin into the offering

box and then ring the chimes.

. Bow deeply two times.

. Clap twice, and on the second clap keep

your hands together in front of your breast
and pray.

Finally return your hands to your side and
bow deeply one more time. After praying

you may want to get the special seal stamp
from the shrine.
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How to Cleanse at the Chozuya

. Rinse your left hand with water from the
ladle held in your right hand.

e
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. Switch the ladle to your left hand and rinse
your right hand.

3. Return the ladle to your right hand, rinse
out your mouth using water from your left
hand (spit into the drain below), and wash
your left hand once more.

4. Finally, hold the ladle upright to run the
water down and rinse the handle before
returning it to its original position.

Igusa
boasts of one of the
largest shrine grounds in all of
Tokyo, and its main shrine building
is the oldest wooden building in
Suginami Ward.
The founder of the first shogun of
the Kamakura shogun ate of Japan,
Minamoto no Yoritomo, visited
here to pray for victory in battle.

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Ogikubo Hachiman Shrine’ s stone
torii gate entrances stand directly
across from the Suginami Animation
Museum and off of Omekaido Road.
The shrine has a long history since its
establishment in the year 889.

As a result of the Great East Japan
Earthquake in March 2011 one of the
tori gates collapsed, but it was rebuilt
only half a year later, made possible
by donations from shrine parishioners.
As a result of the renovations of the
collapsed tori gate and stairs, benches
were added to the compound, and a
pedestal for the tori gate Was made
into a stone “haraimon” , 2@ hole
passed through to ward  QEIEEEE
off evil and beckon -
good luck. The ideas -
of the chief priest are
scattered about the
shrine.
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Nishi-Takaido Shoan Inari
Shrine emerges along
Ttsukaichikaido Road after
passing through a retro and
fashionable shopping street
located about 15 minutes south
of Nishi-Ogikubo Station.

small shrine where 2 fox

mummy is enshrined, and a

sorrowful legend has been

passed down.
Since this shrine is managed by

Shimo Takaido Hamadayama
Hachiman Shrine, you can get
the official seal stamp there.
