The collection is displayed in six magnificent buildings with distinctive architectur-
al styles and encompasses a wide breadth of genres, including arms and armor, kimono,
Buddhist sculptures, and ukiyo-e woodblock prints. A beautiful museum garden accented
with historical teahouses also provides a tranquil setting away from the bustle of the city.

The first floor is a reproduction of a lane in the Shitamachi neigh-
borhood during the good old days of the Taisho period. The second floor houses artifacts, daily life
goods, and knickknacks connected to the Shitamachi neighborhoods of Taito-ku and the surround-
ing areas, as well as exhibits of traditional events, depending on the season.
