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This street stretching 400 meters east to west is
lined with the boutiques of top luxury brands, as
well as Roppongi Hills. There are also many art
installations along the sidewalk, making it a great
place for a stroll, especially during the fall when
the roadside trees change color.
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Akasaka Hikawa Shrine
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This shrine hosts the guardian god of the
Akasaka and Roppongi areas and is said to offer
such benefits as warding off evil spirits and
matchmaking. It has a hanging scroll written by
Katsu Kaishu, a great 19th century statesman
who used to live in the Akasaka area.
