Adjacent to Nagatacho, Akasaka has flourished as a business district
and geisha entertainment district lined with traditional Japanese ryotei
restaurants. The area is dotted with historic landmarks, including
AKASAKA Akasaka Hikawa Shrine, a place connected with Chushingura (the name ROYAMA
given to fictionalized accounts of the incident involving the 47 ronin),
and the former site of the residence of Katsu Kaishu. The area around
Akasaka Station is a famous cherry blossom viewing spot.

The leading theory as to the origin of the name
Aoyama involves the Aoyama Family, retainers of the
Tokugawa Family, who had a residence here. It is
one of the most fashionable areas in Japan dotted
with boutiques of popular brands along the main
Aoyama-dori Avenue and its backstreets.

Refined areas of protected greenery and historic landmarks

The name of this deeply historic area appeared as
Takanawahara in records from the Warring States period (late
15th century to late 16th century). It is notable for its many
historic landmarks, including the vestiges of a feudal lord’s
residence. Sengakuji Temple is also found here. The temple
is known for appearing in Chushingura (The Treasury of Loyal
Retainers).

It is said that the name Shirokane, meaning white metal
or silver, derives from the large quantities of silver in the

possession of Yagishita Kazusanosuke, who established this
area during the Muromachi period (1336-1573). The area’s main
street is the stylish, ginkgo tree-lined Platinum Street.

The Odaiba area is filled with entertainment spots that serve as its main sightseeing attractions. Bask in the waterfront
scenery with Tokyo Bay, canals, and more nestled among the big city buildings and enjoy gourmet food.

Shibaura, which was mostly
underwater during the Edo period,
was created with reclaimed land from
the end of the Meiji period to the early
Showa period. Since then, it has been
developed into a coastal warehouse
district, and its skyscrapers have
been increasing in recent years.

This area began when it was built
as a daiba (a maritime artillery
battery) to protect Edo (the old
name for Tokyo) following the
arrival of Admiral Perry’s ships
from the United States in 1853.
Later, it was developed as a part
of the Tokyo Waterfront City.

Built on reclaimed land at the same
time as Shibaura, this bay area
extends around the south side of
Shinagawa Station. It became one
of Tokyo’s leading business districts
due to the Tokaido Shinkansen
stopping at Shinagawa Station.
