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Tourist attractions
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Toranomon Hills
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This is a complex made up of four skyscrapers, including the Station
Tower that opened in October 2023. The whole complex houses about
170 diverse stores and restaurants.

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This area is in Shiodome Sio-site District 5, where the now-defunct Japanese
National Railways used to be located. Renaissance-style architecture and cob-
bled streets with an Italian theme can be found here.
