Shared one-day passes can be purchased from bus drivers, and
are only sold on Saturdays, Sundays, national holidays, August 13 to 15, and the
year-end and New Year’ s holiday period (December 29 to January 3).

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Sake chilled in the refrigerator is called reishu, room temperature sake is
called hiyazake, and warmed sake is called kanzake. The best way to drink
them differs with the type of sake, so it is best to ask the staff.
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Best delicacies with sake
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Shiokara is a unique Japanese snack made by thinly slicing seafood, adding
the internal organs and salt, and fermenting it. The photo shows squid
shiokara.

After drinking
your fill, it is good to have a final dish if you have room. Many people leave to
finish off at a ramen noodle shop.

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Shimbashi, Toranomon, and other districts lined with office buildings are part
of the heart of business in Japan. Teishoku (set course meal) restaurants
used for lunch are essential in business districts where many employees
work. Although there is no strict definition of what is provided in teishoku, it
includes a combination of dishes and is generally a set including a main dish,
soup, side dish, and pickles.
In particular, ichiju-sansai is the basic Japanese meal, combining rice as
the staple, miso soup or another soup, one main meat or fish dish, two
vegetable-based side dishes, and pickles.

You would surely never guess that there is a brewery in Minato Gity housed inside a
very modern-looking building. Tokyo Port Brewery devised ways to craft Japanese
sake in a cramped place in the city center. Wakamatsuya, its predecessor, closed
due to the pressure of radical changes in the latter half of the 19t century, as Edo
turned to Meiji, but Shunichi Saito, its 7th president in its century-long existence was
determined to revive it. About 10 years later, in 2016, he finally launched production
and sale of sake. It became a new Tokyo specialty created jointly with the chief
brewer who passionately upheld the 7th president’s dream.
