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Hachioji has the largest population of all the
municipalities in Tokyo, and the second-largest
land area. It can be reached from downtown
Tokyo in under one hour by train.

Growing prosperous as the largest post town on
the Koshu Kaido (Highway) in the Edo era, it was
known as Soto, or the Mulberry City, due to its
highly developed sericulture and textile industry.
Its streets bustle with venerable stores boasting
over a century since their founding, alongside
diverse shops that advance the latest trends,
giving it a unique atmosphere.

The cityscape gives way to a rich natural
countryside, and, of course, the sight of Mt.
