Your Tokyo journey starts right here, in Ota City! 
Home to Haneda Airport, Ota is a city of many 
"Number 1s." It's the most expansive of Tokyo's 
23 wards, houses the largest number of public 
bathhouses in the capital at the time of writing, 
and welcomes the highest number of annual 
passengers (and flights) in Japan. But, to many 
who call Ota City their home, its true appeal 
goes beyond the statistics. 

A city of beautiful contrasts, Ota is divided 
into four neighborhoods: the always bustling 
Kamata; Omori, the most diverse in landscapes 
and culture; the industrial Kojiya-Haneda; and 
the more tranquil Chofu that is full of greenery. 
Each has its own distinct features, offering 
something unique for every traveler. You'll find a 
mix of cultural landmarks (p.4-5) and nostalgic 
hot spring bathhouses (p.6-7) in every corner of 
the city. You'll enjoy the city's many green spaces 
(p.8-9) filled with children's laughter during the 
day and dozens of bustling diners and bars 
(p.12-15) drawing crowds until late at night. And 
then you'll witness a newly emerging side of 
the city where long-standing backstreet shops 
and workshops are slowly transforming into 
contemporary, diverse spaces for all (p.16-17).

Tokyo and for their top quality. 
Check them out for yourself — 
many are within a short train 

ride from Haneda Airport!

Sento differ from onsen (hot springs) 
as they don't typically use natural 

spring water. However, Ota City is blessed with 
some natural onsen public bathhouses, including 

the famous 'kuroyu' (black water) springs, 
renowned for their mineral-rich waters. Sento are 

public facilities with a fixed reasonable cost across 
the city. Most of them are tattoo-friendly, too.

Tokyo's first public bathhouse opened in 1591, 
paving the road for many to quickly follow suit. 
Those facilities thrived in a city where owning a 
private bath was rare and served as communal 
places to mingle. With the advancement 
of modern apartments, sento bathhouses 

significantly decreased, though they remain 
popular as affordable spots to unwind and 

connect. Ota City's sento culture is still strongly 
preserved and flourishing.

This popular 'kuroyu' hot spring has an aquarium 
with adorable resident goldfish that the kids (and 
adults) can never have enough of.

Multiple baths, including an open-air bath and 
sauna room. Enjoy a refreshing drink and a 
massage chair at the rest area after bathing. 

Relax in this hot spring's multiple baths, which 
include a highly concentrated carbonated bath 
and a natural 'kuroyu' hot spring.

Renovated in 2006, this sento offers multiple 
baths heated at lower temperatures than the 
average. Popular among long-time soakers. 

Recently renovated, this bath is popular with 
families and features a majestic Mt. Fuji mosaic on 
its walls, an open-air 'kuroyu' bath, and a sauna.

One for the early risers, this famous natural hot 
spring with multiple indoor baths, an outdoor 
bath, and a rest area, opens as early as 6 am.

From its position on top of the hill, you can see 
gorgeous views of Tamagawa River and even Mt. 
Fuji. The shrine is visited to pray for a number of 
blessings related to children and family prosperity, 
including easy childbirth, family harmony, and 
even luck in the farming industry.

Known for its beautiful hydrangea blossoms in 
June, this park spreads across an area of around 
750m, making for a peaceful walk any time of 
year. Thanks to its 300 cherry trees and great 
views of the Tamagawa River, this park has 
earned a special place in residents' hearts.

Proper beaches close to Tokyo are hard to come 
by, but Jonanjima Seaside Park offers a little 
slice of beach and boardwalks near the city. The 
peaceful location has barbecue and picnic areas, 
and you can while away the time imagining where 
the planes overhead are flying to and from.
