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The oldest temple in Tokyo, which is said to have been built in 628, has
many places to see, including the famous Kaminarimon Gate, Hondo,
Hozomon Gate, Goju no To (five-story pagoda), and Toki no Kane (bell
of time). The main approach Nakamise Shopping Street is lined with
shops selling traditional sweets, souvenirs, and other items.
