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Rokugo Shrine

In 1057, military commanders Minamoto no Yoriyoshi
and Yoshiie prayed to the gods on the eve of battle.
After emerging from the battle victorious, he
constructed this shrine to express gratitude to the
gods for their divine favor.

Taiko Bridge was donated by Kajiwara Kagetoki in
1191.Komainu was carved in 1685, these are the oldest
stone-carved shrine guardian dogs in Ota Ward.
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Kitano Shrine

This shrine honors the god Kitano-tenjin who is said
to have stopped Yoshimune, the eighth shogun of the
Edo shogunate, from falling from his horse. There is a
wooden horse in the shrine pavilion, and on special
days honoring Kitano-tenjin, the 25th of every month,
worshipers can sit on it and pray.
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Remains of the Rokugo Ferry Crossing

During the Edo period (1603-1867), this was an
important crossing point used by the daimyo of each
territory when they traveled to Edo (the old name for
Tokyo) for their obligatory visits to the shogun.
Rokugo Bridge was built in 1600 on the orders of
Tokugawa Ieyasu. However, it was washed out in a
flood in 1688 and crossings from then on were made
by ferry. The ferry was in use until 1925, when a
concrete bridge was completed.
