Festivals and Events

September

Nakamurabashi Awa Odori Festival
◆�Shopping street in front of Nakamurabashi Station and 

the station plaza
Groups from the local area and other parts of Tokyo perform 
Awa Odori dances. Together with the Kita-machi Awa Odori 
Festival, this is one of Nerima’s two big awa odori festivals.

4th Sunday and previous evening 

Nerima Festival
◆�North side of Nerima Station and the area around Marronnier Street
One of Nerima’s largest festivals. A variety of food and souvenir 
vendors sell local and other products associated with Nerima. 
Songs, musical performance, and dancing also take place on 
the festival stage.

October

Nerima Kobushi Half Marathon
◆Hikarigaoka Park / Main roads in Nerima
Started in 2015, this half marathon starts and ends in 
Hikarigaoka Park and traverses the main roads in Nerima. 
Other events which families and supporters can enjoy are also 
held during the marathon.

Toro Nagashi
◆Shakujii Pond in Shakujii Park
A traditional event with a magical atmosphere in which people 
take paper lanterns with wishes written on them and float them 
on Shakujii Pond. Toro Nagashi events are conducted in many 
areas in Japan; this event in Shakujii Park dates back to 1950.
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One of the best parks in Nerima, Shakujii Park has two large ponds, Shakujii Pond and 
Sanpoji Pond. The park is also a renowned spot for cherry blossom viewing. In spring,
some 240 cherry trees are in full bloom. There is a marsh plant community designated a 
National Natural Monument at Sanpoji Pond. Visitors can take a small boat out onto 
Shakujii Pond and on weekends it bustles with families all day long.

Note: In order to preserve the habitat of the dogtooth 
violets, the area is only open to visitors when the flowers 
are in bloom.

A spring wells up from the 
ground on a tree-covered slope in the forest.

Mt. Fuji worship flourished in the Edo period, and accordingly, Fujizuka, 
small mounds built in the shape of Mt. Fuji, were built so that people could 
“climb” Mt. Fuji without having to travel all the way to the actual mountain. 
Long ago, these mounds were visited by large numbers of people who 
believed that climbing them provided the same spiritual benefits as 
climbing the actual Mt. Fuji.

A Fujizuka approximately 3.7 
meters tall from the base on the 
north side and 15 meters in 
diameter standing next to a torii 
gate. Just when it was built is not 
clear, but based on the stone 
monuments placed on its surface, 
it may have been constructed in 
the Edo period.

The mound 
is characterized by a design meant 
to strongly evoke images of Mt. Fuji, 
including the placement of stones 
representing the various stations on 
the climbing trail on the real Fuji. 
Said to have been constructed in 
the Edo period, even today the 
mound is still opened up for 
climbing at the start of mountain 
climbing season on July 1.

A Fujizuka partially covered in 
volcanic rock situated on the 
grounds of Sengen-jinja Shrine. 
Approximately eight meters tall and 
30 meters in diameter, it is one of 
the largest Fujizuka in Tokyo and is 
a nationally designated Tangible 
Folk Cultural Property. It is opened 
to climbing by the general public 
during the first three days of the 
New Year, on the start of moun-
tain-climbing season on July 1, and 
during the shrine’s festival in 
September.

A large Fujizuka 12 meters tall and 
30 meters in diameter at the base 
standing beside Yasaka-jinja 
Shrine. Like the real Mt. Fuji, this 
Fujizuka has a trail extending from 
the first station at the base all the 
way to the top; climbers following 
the trail will encounter 36 stone 
monuments.

Chihiro Art Museum

An art museum dedicated to displaying works by 
Chihiro Iwasaki, a painter who created art centering 
around the theme of children and whose works 
stand out due to their transparent colors. Iwasaki 
lived in Shimoshakujii, Nerima for 22 years until she 
passed away in 1974, leaving behind a large body 
of work. The museum includes an exhibition room 
recreating the artist’s studio, as well as a library 
which children can enjoy together with their parents.

Shakujii-jo Castle was destroyed after an 
assault by Ota Dokan in 1477 when 
Toshima Yasutsune (Kageyusaemonnojo) 
was its lord. The castle was located on a 
plateau between the Shakujii River and 
Sanpoji Pond. The earthwork on which the 
castle’s main enclosure was built and the 
castle’s dry moat still exist today.

This former private home, built in Nerima around 
1890, was moved to its current location in 
Ikebuchishiseki Park in 2010 to serve as part of the 
Furusato Museum’s outdoor exhibitions. The 
residence has a thatched hipped roof, and visitors 
can enter and view its tatami rooms, dirt floor work 
room, and living area with sunken hearth.

Nerima is full of natural attractions, including the 
only farm in Tokyo’s 23 wards and Tokyo’s first 
wine production facility. Nerima farmers also grow 
various kinds of vegetables, which are used at 
various local restaurants.

Nerima is the newest of Tokyo’s 23 wards. 
Previously part of rather expansive 
Itabashi Ward, Nerima became indepen-
dent on August 1, 1947. This administra-
tive change freed residents from having 
to travel the long distance to Itabashi City 
Office. Even today, the two municipalities 
are like siblings.

Of Tokyo’s 23 wards, Nerima is Tokyo’s 
second most populous! At 48.08 square 
kilometers, it is Tokyo’s fifth largest ward 
by area, equivalent to 1,022 Tokyo 
Domes.* It also has the largest number of 
parks, with 698.

Yosakoi Festival in Hikarigaoka Park
◆�Hikarigaoka Park

in Kochi, the birthplace of Yosakoi dancing. The festival was 
revived by young volunteers following COVID-19. Sixty teams 
from across the country gather to showcase the latest dances.

Kita-machi Awa Odori Festival
◆Old Kawagoe Highway (area around 2-chome Kita-machi)
A festival in which several groups perform Awa Odori dances. 
Attendees can see a variety of lively dance performances, 
including the otoko-odori, onna-odori, and yakko-odori.

Teruhime Festival
◆Shakujii Park, etc.
A festival based on the local legend of Princess Teruhime and 
the Golden Saddle. Performers dressed in period costumes
parade around the Shakujii Park area. In addition to various
stage events, there are a large number of food and drink 
stands.
